What Causes PCjr
Compatibility Problems?
By John E. Wilson

The IBM computer executives and engineers who sat
down in 1982 and 1983 to design the PCjr were not trying
to create a clone of the immensely popular IBM PC. Their
objective was to create a member of what was to be a
family of computers.

The original PC was to continue to be the most popu
lar member of this family; to be used for general business
and professional computer needs. For those who had
large data bases and needed a computer with a high- ca
pacity hard disk, there was the extended version of the
PC - the XT with its whopping 10 Mbyte hard disk and
larger power supply.

A transportable PC complete with a built in display
was in the works for on-the-go users. The, yet to be an
nounced, Advanced Technology personal computer - the
AT - was intended for heavy duty number crunching and
graphic applications by scientists and engineers. Junior’s
place in this family was to be for use as recreation, educa
tion, and light-duty computing in homes and schools.

In keeping with these objectives, Junior was given
some graphic and some sound capabilities that the other
members of the PC family did not have; and to keep costs
down and also to make sure that Junior wouldn’t com
pete with the more expensive members of the family,
IBM made some sacrifices in Junior’s hardware and ex
pansion capabilities.

As nearly as possible the PCjr was to be compatible
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HALF DUPLEX: a form of modern communications in
which information can be transmitted in only one direction
at any time, so that the two communicating devices must
take turns. Contrast with full duplex.

HANDSHAKING: refers to the manner in which the flow
of data between two devices is controlled.

HARDWARE: the physical equipment that makes up a
computer, including the system board, the keyboard, the
display, and add on cards.

HEXADECIMAL HEX: refers to base 16, a numeric no
tation in which there are 16 digits, 0 through 9 and A
through F.

HIGH-LEVEL LANGUAGE: a programming language
which lets you direct the computer with easy-to-use, Eng
lish-like instructions, rather than with the machine lan
guage that the processor understands directly.

I/O: input/output. Reception of information by and trans
mission of information from a computer.

INITIALIZE: often used to describe the preparation of a
diskette for use by DOS. Sometimes used interchangea
bly with the term format.

INPUT: acceptance of information by the CPU from an
external source such as a keyboard, diskette drive, or
modem.

INTEGER: a whole number. In BASIC, a number with no
fractional part in the range - 32768 to + 32767, requiring
two bytes of storage. Contrast with single precision and
double precision.

INTERFACE: circuitry which lets the PCjr connect with an
attached device such as a printer, often in the form of an
add-on card. Such cards ‘are known as interface cards.

INTERPRETER: a program which executes source pro
grams written in some high-level languages without the
need for the source program to be compiled and linked as
separate steps. Contrast with compiler.

K: short for 1024, often used to refer to bytes, so that 1 K
of memory is 1024 bytes.

KEYWORD: a word recognized by BASIC as one of its
reserved set of instructions.

KILOBYTE: 1024 bytes, or 1K bytes. Often written as Kb.

LANGUAGE: like a spoken language, a computer lan
guage consists of a vocabulary and a set of rules for com
municating to the computer the instructions and data nec
essary for performing tasks. All programs are written in
one computer language or another.

LATCH: hardware which holds a single value until it is
used or replaced.

LED: an acronym for Light-Emitting Diode. An electronic
device which emits light, usually a red light which mdi-

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Questions and Answers

EDITOR’S NOTE: jr Newsletter gets questions in the mail
from PCjr owners every day. So many, in fact, that we
apologize for not being able to answer them personally.
This Questions and Answers column is our way of
responding to the questions readers ask about their PCjrs.
We can’t answer all of the questions we receive, but we
try to answer those that are either asked by several
readers or those we feel will be of interest to PCjr owners
in general. If you have a question that you do not see

Q. My jr presently has two 360 K floppy drives, the
second from PC Enterprises. I have the opportunity
to purchase a Miniscribe hard drive of 40 MB, half-
height, 61 ms and no controller card. Will this fit in
my case in either floppy location? What other cables
or controller are necessary, or does the Jr have a
floppy/hard drive controller?

G. Shaw, Loveland,CO
A. Jr’s standard controller card is for a single floppy drive
only. All additional drives, either floppy or hard, will re
quire a re-wired controller card, a replacement card or a
separate dedicated card. There are different methods to
interface drives to computers and they are, of course, in
compatible with each other. For hard drives for the jr, the
general approach has been to use a standard SCSI inter
face at the BUS and to use a SCSI drive. If, and only if,
the Miniscribe is set up as a SCSI drive you could get an
interface and cables from one of our advertisers which
plugs into the jr usually the modem or existing floppy
card slot and run the connections to the hard drive. Find
out what the physical size of the Miniscribe is, especially
from front-to-back; some external floppy drive housings
which contain the required power supply may be too
short. There are some half-height hard drives which are
dimensioned to match a standard floppy drive and are
meant as direct replacements. You will have to determine
if that particular Miniscribe model will fit all these condi
tions yourself. We have not done any of this, but if there
are any readers who have please let us know of the out
come.

Q. Have an intermittent problem; during boot when
the B: drive is recognized, it there is a raucous noise
the boot finishes up but only the A: drive is recog
nized. If there is no awful noise then both drives are
recognized and usable. On those days when the B:
drive is not recognized, no matter how many times I
try to boot it just doesn’t work... next day it may be
fine. I physically switched drives and whichever one
is B: acts the same. The connections have all been
cleaned to no avail. Any suggestions?

R. R. Moersch, Holland Ml
A. This happened to us and we found that our keyboard
cable had become faulty! This was right at the entrance to
the black cigar-like cable connector. It drove us nuts for a
while. Any cable or connection anywhere in the jr. which
is intermittent or erratic during or after boot-up could be
the culprit. You may also find that the alignment of the
drive which wrote the config.sys file or one of the files
which it uses during boot-up could have been a bit out of
specification. This would mean that on warm days both
drives might read the slightly out of alignment boot disk
correctly and on others it could actually mis-read a byte or
two, or vice-versa. A freshly made boot disk not using
diskcopy! usually solves this one. We generally approach
intermittent problems as hardware related and almost al
ways find connections somewhere at fault.

Q. Is it possible to start an autoexec.bat file from a
floppy boot disk and finish on the hard disk? It
seems that after you "cross over" you no longer read
the autoexec.bat on the boot disk. If this is possible,
how do you do it?

B. Campbell,Liverpool, NY
A. Because we do not have the hard drive boot cartridge
we boot from a floppy in A: and wind up on the C: hard
drive this way. We have a normal config.sys on the A:
drive to recognize memory, floppies, SCSI hard drive, a
ramdisk, buffers, and files. Our autoexec.bat has only one
line: C:CONTINUE Now, on our C: drive the
CONTINUE.BAT has: C: this immediately changes us to
this hard drive SET PATH=C:;C:DOS; etc. this sets up
our path SET COMSPEC=C:COMMAND.COM tell
DOS to use the command.com on C: Date it won’t come
up automatically Time it won’t come up automatically
etc. You get the idea, the a: autoexec.bat simply calls a C:

.BAT file which immediately changes to C: and
continue.bat goes on doing what any normal autoexec.bat
file would do. This is, of course, much faster because it
reads and executes from the hard disk! There is one thing
you should know when using DOS 2.1 and that is to be
sure NOT to press <Space> or <Enter> after typing CON
TINUE in the A:AUTOEXEC.BAT file!! We want the EOF
End Of File marker right up against the "E" of the word
CONTINUE. Use COPY CON to write the autoexec.bat
file and just press Fn-6 and THEN press <Enter>. Do this
so DOS 2.1 will not try to come back to this .BAT file to
find the EOF marker after the statement is executed.
DOS versions 3.0 and later allow .BAT files to call other
.BAT files all over the place without a hitch.

Q. I think I understand the concept of RAM drives but
don’t know how to address it or when I can use it.
How can I write to it from within a program or copy
files to it or from it, say copy to a floppy? If I down
load to c: while in ProComm can I get the stuff
moved so I can save it?

B. Armington, Haddam, CT
A. Here’s the scoop on the last part first: We never use
VDISK because once it is installed it stays there, hogging
memory. Use one of the variable-sized, turn-on turn-off
ramdisks available from the Software Store Disk #75
Ramdisk Master is one of these. BEFORE running Pro
Comm, make a ramdisk of any size you might need for
whatever files you will be downloading say about 300K...
you tell us you have 640k so you should be OK. Start up
ProComm from your A: drive and set the D/L path to C: if
that is the ramdisk and connect with the BBS or main
frame. Download one or more files and they will write to
C:, the ramdisk. Quit ProCornm but DO NOT get rid of
the ramdisk yet! Watch out if you are using a .BAT file for
ProComm, some of them automatically dump the ramdisk
when exiting the program! If you do a "DIR C:" at this
point you’ll see the files which you down loaded there.
Put a freshly formatted disk in A: or B: and COPY C:*.* to
A: or B: and you’ll have them. You see, the ramdisk is so
much like a third, high speed floppy that you use it just
the same way. Only now can you turn off the ramdisk if
you don’t need it any more. II you choose, you can DEL
C:*.* to clean out the files and use this C: drive exactly
the way you use any other drive. Within other programs,
the same technique applies: make the ramdisk, run the
program, set up for the C: drive, use it as you would any
floppy or hard drive, but don’t erase, delete or dump it un
til you’ve saved what is on it to a real floppy or hard drive.
By the way, our own ramdisk turns out to be D: because
we have a hard drive recognized as C: before we config
ure for the ramdisk.

Q. Having trouble with various programs which re
quire Alt-PrtSc to get the screen capture. Nothing
happens when we do this. is this the program or are
we doing something wrong?

Various readers.
A. When software instructions are written they almost
never take into consideration the jr’s keyboard. In this
case it is usually a matter of holding the Alt key down
then pressing Fn-PrtSc sequence if Fn-PrtSc won’t do it.
It would depend on the scan codes expected by the pro
gram. Don’t be afraid to experiment. Sometimes you’ll
see Shft- PrtSc or Control-PrtSc as the combination. Just
be sure to press the Fn-PrtSc sequence whenever this
comes up. The same goes for Cntrl-Break or any other
combination, for the jr just hold the Cntrl then press the

736K Possible With Tecmar Sidecars
In some past issues you have stated that 736K of

RAM in a PCjr was achievable only with a P C Enterprises
or IBM memory expansion board.

I originally had a TECMAR jr Captain with 128K. Re
cently, I finally decided to expand the memory and
checked with some suppliers. Some said it wasn’t pos
sible to combine the TECMAR board and reach 736K,
however, the people at P C Enterprises said differently.
Thus, I purchased their 512K memory expansion board.
Well, they didn’t want to work together & first, but after
about four phone calls and various DIP switch settings on
each board they now work great together with 736K of
RAM on every boot.

I would like to recommend a very good and reason
able 2400 baud external modem. The ZOOM brand mo
dem. It comes with PROCOMM software and some other
utility programs including PKZIP and PKUNZIP. Its cost
ranges from $99-- to $120-- in various ads in COM
PUTER SHOPPER.

Answers to Aliways Questions
Raised in Lotus 2.2 Article
EDITOR’S NOTE: The following response to questions
raised by RE. Newtson about using Allways and Lotus
2.2 on PCjrs was provided by Carl Haub, whose original
article on this subject appeared in the April 1990 issue of
jr Newsletter.

Nice to hear that my article on Lotus 2.2 and the PCjr
was helpful to you. You’ve asked some additional ques
tions on the use of Allways on a PCjr without a hard disk
and I hope the following helps.

For one, you must have a hard disk to use Allways or
at least a 3.5" disk drive or a high density 5 1/4" drive. If
you don’t have either of those added on, forget Allways.
Another negative note is that Allways give trouble on dot
matrix printers; for some users I know, it skips lines when
it prints. I use it at work on a LaserJet, so I don’t have
much experience there.

In my article, I said that Allways assumes that it’s
being run from a hard disk in a subdirectory 123. It also
assumes that Lotus itself was run from such a directory.
My point was to create such a subdirectory on the disk
where you will copy Aliways. Do this my typing "md123

<enter>" at a DOS prompt. Then "log" onto that directory
by typing "cd123 <enter>." THEN copy the files to the
disk. You must also have done the same with the Lotus
program disk; it, too, must be started from a subdirectory
called 123. Note that, without a hard drive, Lotus and All-
ways must on different disks. It may also be that Allways
expects that your high density drive is drive c:, the usual
letter for hard drives; it just so happens that my 3.5" is c:
so it conveniently emulates a hard drive as far as drive
lettering goes.

Hope this helps. If the business about creating direc
tories is still unclear, any PC user with a hard drive can
quickly explain the use of directories on a hard or floppy
drive.

Writing Assistant Unprotection
Works Only for Versions 1.00 and 1 01

On page 8 of the June, 1990 issue, the question was
raised about how to unprotect Writing Assistant, version
2.0. I can assure you that the unprotect file I have been
making available is not able to affect the copy protection
scheme for this version of Writing Assistant. The file is
useful only for versions 1 .00 and 1 .01*. The scheme of
copy protection used on version 2.0 is quite different. I am
not enough of a programmer to be able to fashion a new
unprotect scheme. Having looked at the files on version
2.0, I am reasonably certain that a considerable number
of program changes will be necessary to unprotect Writ
ing Assistant, version 2.0. It appears that there may be as
many as 10 calls to the protect file, so each of these calls
would have to be revised in some way to avoid making
the call and to prevent an automatic shutdown in the
event of an unanswered call.

My two disks continue to Ibe available for the same
price mentioned in your earlier issue this year. $4 per
disk for two disks. There are about 194 unprotect files on
these disks for a wide variety of games and application
programs. Anyone wishing to see the available files be
fore buying, can send a stamped self-addressed envelope
and I will respond with a one-page listing showing the di
rectories of both disks.
* This one file contains the iinformation to unprotect all
of the Assistant programs: Writing Assistant, Reporting
Assistant, Graphing Assistant and Filing Assistant.

Genius Mouse Requires
Larger PCjr Power Supply

Ret: Juno 1990 Issue - 0. from J. Salyer: cannot
get my serial Genius Mouse to work..."

I have a Genius Mouse and find that it works fine on a
PC with the driver supplied and with most any other
mouse driver, so I believe your response is not correct.

While the Genius Mouse I mention ran on a PC, it
would not run on my jr even though my Microsoft Mouse
did run on the jr.

After some study and a call to the Genius technical
folks, it turns out that there are two different power
supplies for the jr, a 7 inch and an 11 inch. Mine was
the older 7 inch, which did not supply the -12v minus 12
volts required by the Genius Mouse. The newer 11 inch
board does supply the -12v required by the Genius and
some other mice.

The solution is to get -12v Ito the bus somehow or get
a Microsoft Mouse which doesn’t require the additional
power.

with the other members of the family, but 100% compati
bility was not an objective. IBM reasoned that those who
used the PCjr would not be interested in the really serious
programs, and besides, there would be a hugh supply of
programs written especially for Junior.

Of course we know now that IBM’s objectives for Jun
ior were not achieved. We have expanded and use our
PCjrs in ways and for purposes IBM never imagined, and
there is no hugh supply of programs written especially for
Junior.

Now, all of us who own PCjr’s are very much inter
ested in compatibility. The quirks of Junior can be very
frustrating and aggravating, and at the same time fasci
nating and challenging. Many of us, perhaps most of us,
have spent time trying to reconfigure our computer or
patch some program that refused to work correctly, if at
all, on Junior. And whenever owners of PCjr’s get to
gether, the talk is usually about which programs will or will
not run on Junior or how to get some obstinate program to
run on Junior.

We’ll explore the reasons of Junior’s compatibility
problems in this article. We won’t look at specific pro
grams or include any patches or fixes, but you will see
how Junior is different from other members of the PC
family, and you will gain some understanding of why pro
grams that should work, won’t.

We need, first of all, to define "compatibility". Up until
the last couple of years, "compatibility" meant the degree
that a computer emulated, or acted like, the original IBM
PC. Almost all programs were written on and tested-out
on the PC, and therefore were only guaranteed to run on
the IBM PC, and 100% compatible computers.

Now that the PC is an obsolete computer, just like
Junior, very few programmers use it anymore to write pro
grams on, and some large programs, or programs that
rely heavily on graphics will not run on the original PC. For
games and educational programs we are often more
interested in compatibility with the Tandy 1000. Never-
the-less, the venerable IBM PC was the closest member
of the IBM family to Junior, and is still pretty much the
standard to which computers are measured and that is
the standard we will use.

What It Takes To Be A PC Compatible Computer

For a computer to be even in the running as a PC
compatible, it must have a microprocessor that is a mem
ber of Intel Corporation’s 8086 family. The microproces
sor, the brains in every personal computer, has the ability
to process instructions - in other words: to run a computer
program. Built into every microprocessor is a set of in-

structions that the microprocessor is able to recognize
and execute. Every computer program, regardless of
what language BASIC or Pascal or any of a dozen oth
ers. it is written in, must ultimately be transformed down
to this machine language set of instructions.

Each family of microprocessors has its own unique
instruction set and machine language code is not easily
translated from one family of microprocessors to another.
Macintosh and Amiga computers use microprocessors
that are in Motorola’s 68000 family, not the Intel 8086
family. This prevents them from ever being true PC com
patible computers.

The microprocessor used in Junior is the 8088. This
is the very same microprocessor used in the PC and the
XT, so Junior starts out as an equal with those two mod
els. Since the PC, the XT and Junior were introduced, the
Intel Corporation has developed several new and im
proved microprocessors. Each of these newer micropro
cessors has a larger instruction set than the 8088 but they
are backwards compatible so that the new microproces
sors will correctly execute the instructions of the older
members of the family.

The numbering system of Intel’s microprocessor fam
ily is slightly confusing. The original member of the family
was named the 8086, a name which had no special sig
nificance. To accommodate some peripheral hardware re
quirements in the original IBM PC, Intel made a slight
modification to the 8086 and named it the 8088. For pro
gramming and compatibility purposes, the 8086 and the
8088 are identical. Also identical for programming and
compatibility is the 8088 clone: the NEC V20, which many
of us have installed in our Juniors.

Having a microprocessor that is in the 8086 family is
just the first step in computer compatibility. None of the
instructions that the microprocessor can process is re
lated directly to input or output, and to accomplish even
the simplest task requires additional hardware and in
structions. Of all the instructions that the microprocessor
recognizes The 8088 recognizes about 110 instructions
there is not one that says something like "PRINT" or
"WRITE". By itself, the microprocessor cannot even print
the letter "A" on your screen.

The chips to accomplish writing on the screen or to a
printer, and for reading input from the keyboard and for
controlling all of the other components Junior works with
fill up the rest of the system board plus the expansion
slots. These chips and components and the method that a
particular program uses these components also affect
compatibility.

In the IBM family of computers, most of the input/out
put hardware can be programmed directly by placing data

in specific memory locations and port addresses. But
manipulating the hardware directly has some disadvan
tages - it is complicated for the programmer and there is a
high risk of incompatibility or non- portability as the pro
grammers say. As a service to programmers both the
Operating System MS-DOS and the computer’s Read-
Only- Memory ROM provide numerous routines that
programs can use to handle input/output.

Therefore, there are three possible methods that a
program can use to print an "A" on the screen: Directly
manipulate the hardware, use the computer’s ROM rou
tines, or use the operating system routines. These three
methods are also, in effect, three levels of compatibility
and we’ll see how Junior stacks up at each level.

MS-DOS Level Compatibility

We are mostly familiar with DOS, and we put it to
work, through our use of the commands to copy and de
lete files, format disks, look at the contents of disks, etc.,
but there is another part of DOS that, although it is un
seen, is always present and ready for work.

Whenever you use PC-DOS to start up your PCjr a
portion of a file named IBMBIO.COM a hidden "systems
file" which does not appear in a disk directory loads itself
into memory and remains there as long as the computer
is on. IBMBIO contains input/output drivers for the dis
play, the keyboard, the disk drives and practically any
other device your computer uses.

Microsoft has a mechanism for programs on all com
puters using DOS to use these drivers for their input and
output work. Non-IBM computers normally use MS-DOS
which often customized and slightly different from PC-
DOS and the program that stays in memory is usually
called IO.SYS, but it accomplishes the same thing as
IBMBIO. In fact, the computer manufacturer often sup
plies hardware information to Microsoft to ensure that the
DOS routines work properly. There are entire books de
voted to the DOS routines Which are usually called the
DOS Services., but we won’t say much more about them
in this article except that they are extremely compatible.
The DOS services will work on virtually any computer that
uses Microsoft’s DOS operating system,

In the early to mid 1980’s several computer compa
nies sold computers that used Intel 8086 family micropro
cessors, but were not even close to being IBM compat.
ible. These machines were often from established com
puter firms, such as TI, DEC and Wang, that considered it
beneath their dignity to produce an IBM clore. These
computers could process the DOS services but that was
about all that they had in common with the other 8086
computers. As you would expect, Junior has 100% com
patibility with the PC in the MS-DOS routines.

In spite of high compatibility and ease of program
ming, commercial programs do not always use the DOS
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services for input and output. They often use the routines
for disk operations, but the DOS services for video output
are, compared to other methods, very slow and not versa
tile. It is not possible to even change colors on the screen
with the DOS services and there are no DOS services
that cover graphics. Therefore, programs that need even
moderately sophisticated screen output must use meth
ods closer to the hardware and thereby run the risk of lim
ited portability.

ROM BIOS Level Compatibility

Built into every personal computer is a set of pro
grams that are activated every time the computer is
turned on. These programs are located in Read-Only-
Memory, and since they perform Basic Input/Output Serv
ices, they are usually referred to as the ROM BIOS.
Physically, on Junior the ROM BIOS are in two chips lo
cated on the front-left side of the system board. Often
additional ROM modules are located on option devices,
such as disk drive controllers and video system adapters.

The ROM BIOS perform a variety of tasks: they
check-out and initialize the computer, on the PCjr they
display the IBM logo and color strip on the screen during
the memory check, and they have a set of routines that
programmers can use for input and output. Many of these
routines, or services, duplicate the MS- DOS services, but
the ROM BIOS often work significantly faster than the
DOS routines. The ROM BIOS also can set screen colors
and screen modes, handle graphics and control the key
board - tasks that the DOS services cannot do. The ROM
BIOS is really a very clever system for handling input and
output.

As IBM comes out with new computer models with
new features; routines to handle the new features are
added to the ROM BIOS, but the existing services are not
changed. When the PCjr was introduced, services to
cover Junior’s three new video modes were added to the
ROM BIOS and they are still available for programmers to
use.

We cannot go into details about the ROM BIOS, or
even explain how they are implemented in programs be
cause it is fairly complicated and that is not what we are
really interested in now. The question we are interested in
is: How compatible is Junior in the ROM BIOS? The an
swer is that Junior is just about 1 00% compatible with the
original PC. Actually the PCjr has a couple more ROM
BIOS services for video than the PC so that it is possible
to write programs that will run on Junior but not on the
PC. Sort of reverse incompatibility.

With the introduction of the AT and the PS/2 comput
ers, IBM has greatly expanded personal computer hard
ware and ROM BIOS services to match. As you would
expect, Junior will not respond to the new hardware and

ROM BIOS services, but you can expect 100% compati
bility with programs using ROM BIOS for a comparably
equipped PC.

The official programming policy of IBM is that pro
grams should always use the ROM BIOS for input and
output. This is a good policy, but commercial programs
often do not follow it. The ROM BIOS routines are often
10 times faster than similar MS-DOS routines, but by pro
gramming the hardware directly, speed can be increased
by perhaps another 10 times. This is especially true in the
video routines.

Hardware Compatibility

We have seen that Junior has just about 100% com
patibility with the PC at the MS-DOS level and at the
ROM BIOS level. It is at the hardware level that Junior
has problems. IBM cut some corners when they designed
Junior so that they could save on manufacturing costs.
Those of us who own Juniors have been paying for those
cost-saving steps ever since. The areas that cause the
most problems are in the video system, the keyboard and
the diskette drive system. We will look at each one of
these trouble areas to see how Junior’s hardware differs
from the PC and how this causes incompatibility.

Video System Differences:

On the PC and the XT, the owner of the computer
could choose the Monochrome Display Adapter MDA, or
the Color Graphics Adapter CGA as a video system.
The MDA, popular for word processing, data base man
agement and other text based programs, did an excellent
job of displaying easy-on-the-eyes text but it could not do
graphics and it was limited to one color. The CGA could
handle graphics, in color too, although the screen was a
little grainy. Both of these systems were add-on "option"
boards that plugged in to one of the computer’s expansion
slots.

Junior’s video system is built into the system board as
an integral part of the computer. It emulates the PC’s
CGA system but it is not the same as CGA and some
times the differences between Junior’s video system and
CGA cause compatibility problems. Junior’s video system
has all the screen modes that CGA has, plus three extra
ones, and it is memory mapped just as the CGA.

A memory mapped video system is one in which the
data to be shown on the screen is placed first into a par
ticular section of the computer’s memory - the video
memory buffer. For a text mode, for instance, the charac
ter actually a code for the character that is to be dis
played in the top, left-hand corner of the screen is in the
very first byte of the display buffer. Many, and maybe

even most, commercial programs bypass the ROM BIOS
services and go directly to this memory buffer for screen
output because it is extremely fast and relatively easy to
do.

In CGA the video memory buffer uses the 16 K bytes
of RAM on the graphics adapter board starting at address
B8000 A hexadecimal number. Junior’s video display
buffer is not at address B8000. It is located somewhere
in conventional memory at almost any address. You
would think that this would cause severe compatibility
problems, but it doesn’t. IBM included some clever hard
ware in Junior that automatically transfers all program ref
erences for address B8000 to the actual video memory
buffer, where ever it is.

The only consequences of Junior’s arrangement of
sharing video memory with main computer memory is that
Junior has 16 K bytes less memory for programs than a
comparably equipped PC; and secondly, since the 8088
microprocessor must manage video memory along with
everything else, programs will typically run about 15%
slower on Junior than on a PC. Some of the expansion
systems for Junior do eliminate this last consequence.

Having the video buffer in standard memory does
make life for PCjr memory expansion makers slightly
more complicated. IBM originally planned for 128 K to be
the maximum amount of memory that Junior could have,
so they used the last 16 K of memory for the video buffer.
Memory expansion units have to relocate Junior’s video
buffer so that it is not in the middle of memory, creating a
"hole" in memory. They usually do this with software that
you use whenever your boot up Junior, and through the
years a wide variety of CONFIG.SYS drivers have been
developed for Junior to tweak the video buffer.

IBM did a good job of handling the difference between
Junior’s address of the video memory buffers and the
CGA’s address, but there are two other addresses that
they did not take care of. In the CGA, there is a mode
control register at port address 3DB another hexadecimal
number which can be used to set the video mode, and at
port address 3D9 is the color select register which can be
used to set screen colors, including the border color. Jun
ior’s video system has similar registers, but they are at
different addresses. As a result, a program written for
CGA which sets the screen mode or screen color by
going directly to the graphic adapter ports will not work on
Junior.

Keyboard Differences:

IBM’s cost cutting efforts with the PCjr are more vis
ible with the keyboard than any other component. The
original chiclet keyboard was so bad that IBM replaced it
about one year after Junior was introduced and gave a
new keyboard to everyone who had already bought the
computer. Junior never recovered from the reputation
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imparted by the original, lousy keyboard. The new key
board was a big improvement, but it still has major differ
ences from the PC’s keyboard. The obvious differences
are the fewer number of keys on Junior’s keyboard and
the optional infrared connection between the keyboard
and the computer, but there are internal differences as
well.

The PC’s keyboard has a small microprocessor that
is able to store keystrokes while it sends the computer in
formation about the keys that have been pressed and re
leased through special port addresses. The keystroke in
formation is then handled by the computer’s ROM BIOS
starting with an interrupt 9 Interrupts are the 8088’s way
of initiating ROM routines. Their numbers refer to the rou
tine’s location in memory.. Each key on the keyboard has
a number, called a scan code, and the ROM BIOS takes
the scan code and, after determining if any of the shift
keys have been held down, translates it to a character.

Junior’s keyboard cannot store keystrokes so it is vital
that keystroke activity be immediately sent to the com
puter. Therefore, Junior uses a very high priority inter
rupt, Interrupt 2 - the nonmaskable interrupt, to send the
scan codes directly to the ROM BIOS. The ROM BIOS
quickly processes the information, changes the PCjr scan
codes Because of the difference in the number of keys,
Junior’s keys have different scan codes than the PC
keys. to PC scan codes and then passes the results to
interrupt 9 for the regular ROM BIOS routines.

IBM’s plan with Junior’s keyboard was to make up
hardware deficiencies with extra programming in the
ROM BIOS. It usually works, but it is possible for a pro
gram to short circuit the flow of Junior’s nonstandard key
board information with disastrous results.

One more way that Junior’s keyboard is different from
the PC keyboard is in the repeat-key action. The length of
time that a key is held down before the repeat action be
gins, and the speed of the repeats are both handled by
hardware in the PC keyboard. In the PCjr, both of these
actions are handled by the ROM BIOS. Programs that
accelerate cursor movement often do not work correctly
on Junior because of this difference in hardware.

Diskette Drive Differences:

The diskette drive system is another area in which
IBM substituted ROM BIOS routines for expensive hard
ware in an effort to lower production costs of the PCjr.
The PC has a Direct Memory Access DMA chip to
handle the transfer of data to and from the diskette and
computer memory. Junior does the transfer work with
ROM BIOS, which ties up the computer during diskette
operations, and results in diskette timing and performance
that is significantly different from the PC.

One obvious result of this difference is the beep that
junior emits whenever you try to type on the keyboard

while the diskette drive is operating. This beep means
that the computer is busy reading disk data and cannot
process keystrokes. Another, more severe consequence
of these timing differences is in copy protection schemes
that relocate some of the disk’s sectors and depend upon
the diskette’s rotational timing to pick out the correct sec
tors. Since Junior’s timing may not the same as the PC,
the diskette won’t work.

Some programs will not run on our computers be
cause of hardware requirements, rather than hardware
differences. Programs tend to get larger with each release
and need hard disks or high density disk drives just to
load the program. Expansion devices continue to be avail
able for Junior to accommodate these new programs. On
the other hand, programs which need an exotic video sys
tem, EGA or VGA, will probably never work on Junior
since IBM made no provisions for changing the video sys
tem. Not being able to run programs because of hardware
requirements is more of an obsolescence problem than it
is a compatibility problem, and Junior isn’t the only com
puter with this type of problem.

This completes our review of the PCjr’s compatibility
with the PC. We’ve learned that IBM set up a system al
lowing programs that will run on both machines to be eas
ily written. We’ve also learned that programs generally by
pass this system and directly control the hardware, and
because of hardware differences between Junior and the
PC these programs may, or may not work on Junior, The
bright spot in this picture is that although there are some
programs that will not run on the PCjr, there are a lot
more programs that will.

PCjr Repairs And Upgrades
-- Two More Options

In addition to the advertisers in jr Newsletter, there
are a few other individuals and companies who work on
PCjrs.

cates the state of an electronic device or circuit. The light
which indicates when the PCjr’s diskette drive motor is on
is an LED.

LINKER: a program which takes machine language files
produced by compilers and/or assemblers and combines
them into a runnable program file.

LISTING: the text of a program, displayed on the screen
or in printed form.

LOAD: the process of transferring the contents of a file
into memory.

M: short for mega, which refers to 1024 times 1024, or
1024K, often used to describe the size of memory, so that
1 M of memory is 1024K 1,048,576 bytes.

MACHINE LANGUAGE: the language that a processor

understands directly. Machine language consists of
strings of binary numbers which represent the actual
physical operations which a processor is designed to exe
cute.

MAINFRAME: a very large multiuser computer, typically
handling data in 32-bit chunks. Contrast with minicom
puter.

MASS STORAGE DEVICE: a device which holds infor
mation on a long-term basis. Programs and data residing
in RAM memory can be stored to and retrieved from mass
storage devices such as cassette recorders or diskette
drives.

MEGABYTE: roughly one million bytes, but actually
1024Kb, or 1048,576 bytes. Often written as Mb.

MEMORY: any device which stores information. Com
monly used to refer to a computer’s internal memory, in
which storage is accessed directly and very rapidly by the
processor, and which holds pirograms and data while they
are being used. There are two types of internal memory,
RAM and ROM; when not specified, memory generally
refers to RAM.

MENU: a selection of options displayed on the screen for
the user to choose among.

MICROCOMPUTER: a computer that is much smaller
than a mainframe and smaller than a minicomputer, typi
cally handling data in 8-bit chunks, although some micro
computers use 16-or even 32-bit data. The boundary be
tween minicomputers and microcomputers is becoming
blurred.

MICROPROCESSOR: a processor which is contained
entirely on a single integrated circuit chip. Often used in
terchangeably with the terms processor and CPU.

MiNICOMPUTER: a computer that is smaller than a
mainframe and larger than a microcomputer, typically
handling data in 16-bit chuniks. The boundary between
minicomputers and microcomputers is becoming blurred.

MODEM: short for Modulator/DEModulator. A device
which allows a computer to exchange information with
other computers over a telephone line.

MONITOR: a display designed especially to show com
puter-generated text and/or graphics.

NIBBLE: one-half of a byte, or four bits.

OCTAL: refers to base 8, a numeric notation in which

OPERATING SYSTEM: software which turns a computer
into a self-contained environment for using programs, and
which provides both the user and programs with easy ac
cess to the physical resources of the computer.

OUTPUT: transmission of information from the CPU to
another device, such as a diskette drive, printer, or mo
dem.

PARALLEL: a means of exchanging data in which all 8
bits of each byte transmitted are sent simultaneously.
Contrast with serial.

PARAMETER: a value entered on a command line which
instructs the command to act in a certain way. Parame
ters can take on a range of values at the option of the
user, depending on the action desired.

PARITY BIT: an additional bit sometimes added to a byte
to check whether the contents of the byte have been
transmitted or stored correctly. Odd parity means that the
parity bit is set to 1 or 0 as needed to make the sum of the
bits in the byte odd, and even parity means that the parity
bit is set to 1 or 0 as needed to make the sum of the bits
in the byte even. If the bits in the byte plus the parity bit
do not add up to an odd or even number whichever type
of parity is in use at any time, then the information in the
byte is known to have been corrupted.

PERIPHERAL: a device attached to a computer to pro
vide it with additional capabilities, like a printer or a mo
dem.

PERMANENCE: the time for which the dots on a CAT
remain glowing after having been made to glow by the
sweeping electron beam which creates the image. The
higher the permanence, the less the flicker of the screen
and the less tiring the screen is to view.

The PCjr and Obsolescence
By Clyde Dodge

The term "obsolescence" is one that should be famil
iar to every PCjr user. Immediately after IBM said it was
abandoning the jr, every writer in every computer maga
zine started saying that this little computer was obsolete.
People like John Dvorak said some other derogatory
things such as the fact that it was slow and also it has an
odd scheme for writing to the screen. EVERYbody
chimed in on this theme. If you were a jr owner, you be
gan to wonder if perhaps you HAD made a mistake.

I worried about that for a while. Then my younger son
brought home a computer program from one of his
classes in the Master’s degree program at Stanford that
would not run on his Laser 128. So he started up my jr
and soon moved away from the chair and started to read
the evening paper. "Don’t touch It; it’s working," he told
me.

I went over and sat in front of the computer. The
screen looked just like it does when it locks up; the cursor
was not visible and the screen was blank. "The disk light
isn’t on," I told him. "That’s OK," he replied. ‘Are you
sure?" I asked. "Just don’t touch it, and it will be through
in a few minutes."

He went back to the paper. I sat there for a few min
utes and finally decided he must know what he was talk
ing about, so I went back tofixing dinner. But I kept an
eye on the screen. After abo’ut 20 minutes the disk light
came on and the screen came to life. The results of the
calculations were stored on the disk and so he copied the
results to the printer, decided it looked OK and so he
turned off the computer.

"What was that all about,’ I asked. "It is a program to
calculate wing offset dimensions at chord stations for a
problem in one of my classes," was his response. The
program was designed by one of the graduate students to
run on the PC since no one has a Stanford mainframe at
home. "I set the parameters and the computer runs the
calculations."

At that point I stopped worrying about the PCjr be
coming obsolete. In the intervening years, I have had to
admit that 4.77 MHz operating speed is not very fast
when you read about 20 or 25 or 28 MHz operating
speeds on the newest computers.But what does that
mean to me? This computer still runs faster than I can
think, and if it seems slow to you, that is OK with me. It
gives me time to think about what is going to happen next
before it flashes past me, leaving me wondering if I
missed something. My number one son has art Apple
IIC. I think he told me the operating speed is less than 2
MHz.

I have added Ed Strauss’s jrHotshot board for addi
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tional memory and have inserted art internal modem
which I use EVERYday. The San Francisco PCjr User’s
Group had a workshop to show me how to add a second
disk drive. I did the necessary internal wiring changes
right there and then plugged in a new cable. The first try
was all that was necessary. I have a total of about $1,600
invested including the original cost plus the IBM Graphics
printer.

Of course, the machine is approaching 6 years of
age. I got it in October of 1984. I have to acknowledge
that the science of computers is marching rapidly past the
point where this machine represented the latest in com
puter technology. One of the first impacts of this develop
ment occurred last spring when I tried to use the J.K. Las
ser income tax program for my 1989 tax report. I had
used these programs for the previous three years without
any hangups, but this new program would not work. I sent
a letter post haste to Simon and Schuster. I explained
what the problem was and sent them a printout of the
screen at the fatal point. I also asked for my money back.
At the same time I bought the AMTAX 89 disk at one of
the local computer shows. But before I filed the report
based on that work, Simon and Schuster called me from
New York one morning to tell me the problem was that I
needed to use DOS 3.3. I got a copy of that from the IN
FERNO BBS sysop in Monte Serreno and I was back in
business.

Another point of interest is that one of the boys sent
me a Sierra On-Line game for Father’s day. Unfortu
nately, it took forever to load and then ran at a snail’s
pace and the colors were not like the King’s Quest colors I
have been used to. Upon returning it, I was informed that
Sierra is no longer writing games that fit the slow speed
and peculiar internal programming of the PCjr.

So, there it is. The computer works fine for the pro
grams that were designed to work on its operating sys
tem. But the bottom line for programmers is not going to
be adequate if they don’t work with the faster computers.
Willy-nilly, the PCjr is being left in the dust of advancing
technology. In the future, it will be like driving an old
Pierce Arrow down the street. It works fine for what it is,
but if you try to use a modern unleaded gasoline in it, it
simply is not going to work very well.

Fn-Break sequence or whatever is called for. You’ll have
an interesting education pressing the Fn-Up, Dn, Lf, Rt
keys in these programs with and without the Shift or Cntrl
key held down... try it.

Q. I have three IBM PCJr color monitors. Two are
used at different locations and the last is held in re
serve. One is easy to read, one is fair and the other is
poor. Is there anything a tv or computer repairman
can do to improve the readability of these? The char
acter chips are soldered in both jrs so installing the
thin-font chip becomes a problem.

A. J. Taylor, Redding, CA
A. Sounds to us as if the focus or masking alignment is
degraded on at least two of the monitors. Normally any tv
or computer repairman can re-set the balance, size, pro
portion and, most important to you, the focus of a monitor
right at the site, using the test pattern you get with CtrI
Alt-Ins. This is generally considered a minor adjustment
unless something is so far out of whack that they want to
go the full route with bench measurements etc. Prices for
home calls vary, so try to get an estimate or carry your
spare in to their shop for a first go at it.

0. Recently acquired "Publish it! Lite" but had to re
turn it because I couldn’t get through the installation
procedure. The program requires that five working
disks be made from the five master disks and five
back-ups also be made. Here’s the problem: I have a
5.25 floppy as A: and a 350 as B: for drives. The in
stall procedure went along OK until the program
asked that I put the "Startup Disk in B:". B:?? It just
doesn’t fit! Well, I made full copies of the originals in
BOTH 5.25 and 3.50 so that anything would go any
where, if necessary. No matter, I couldn’t get past
"Install Startup in A:" or "B:" depending on where I
set up the default install drive. The dealer said that
the dissimilar types of drives really are the problem
and took back the package. Can you verify this? Is
there any way around this? Do I have to spend bil
lions to get some other program for high quality
multi-page news letters?

P. Bonday, Maywood, NJ
A. We almost hate to write this, but.., did you try booting
your jr with memory recognition, but WITHOUT recogniz
ing the second physical drive for the installation proce
dure?? This would make both the A: and B: drives 5.25 in
the A: physical drive, remember and surely without any
type dissimilarities! After the working disks are made, just

But for a really inexpensive one, the DP
from Spinnaker Software, One Kendall Square, Cambr
idge, MA 02139 may be the only one in the whole wide
world. Write or call, tell ‘em we sent you and that it will be
for a jr; ask for a brochure.

Q. I am looking for a phone dialer for my jr. I notice
that the latest version of Vernon Buerg’s List has a
dialer, but I can’t get it to work. Are there any PD or
Shareware dialers that will work on my machine?

F. Zagare, Buffalo, NY
A. If you are using the jr internal modem any software for
dialing you wish to use MUST have the ability to be
changed so that the Hayes AT commands can be
changed to the IBM modem command set. This will be
the case even if dialing is the only use you have in mind.
You will have to inspect the software for some way to set
up the initialization strings and be sure that the AT can
be changed to N which is CtrI-N, the only way to make
the internal modem respond to commands, including dial
ing. The speed is always 300 Baud for the internal mo
dem and the rest of the parameters will be determined by
matching with whatever your connection requires. One
last and very important point; the COM port for the inter
nal modem will be addressed as COM1. If you can make
these changes in the software and still have problems try
SWAPCOM or one of the COM Port swapping programs.
These don’t really swap the COM ports they detour the
addressing only from one to the other. A subtle difference
perhaps, but there you have it. If you are using an exter
nal Hayes-compatible modem you should only see that
the software does NOT need DMA, does NOT run in the
background, and was not set up as a TSR to automati
cally answer if a call comes in! Otherwise, the vast major
ity of communications and dialer programs work. By the
way the jr is NOT alone in problems like this one. Perus
ing any of the monthly journals will quickly demonstrate
that the most "compatible" of the other computers out
there have the same kind of problems. As an example,
our readers should know that SWAPCOM was not origi
nally written specifically for the jr!
