Set Up Your Tablet

Prior to using the tablet, it is necessary charge the battery. An optional microSD™ memory card
(not included) can also be installed at this time.

Install a Memory Card

Use the following procedure to install an optional memory card (not included) in your tablet. For
more information, see Memory Card.

1. Open the Memory Card Slot cover and turn to expose the slot.

2. With the gold contacts facing down, carefully slide the memory card into the slot,
pushing gently until it clicks into place.
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3. Replace the Memory Card Slot cover.

Important: You can easily damage the memory card and card slot by improper operation.
Please be careful when inserting, removing, or handling it. Do not over-insert the card as this

can damage the contact pins.

Charge the Battery
You will need to charge the battery before using your tablet.

1. Plug the USB cable into the USB Charger/Accessory Port on the bottom of the tablet.

2. Plug the USB cable into the charging head, and then plug the charging head into an
electrical outlet.

Turn Your Tablet On

Use the Power/Lock Key to turn your tablet on.

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Activate Your Tablet

Follow the instructions below to activate your tablet if it has not already been activated.
Depending on your account or how and where you purchased your tablet, it may be ready to
use or you may need to activate it on your Sprint account.

e |[f you purchased your tablet at a Sprint Store, it is probably activated and ready to use.

e |f you received your tablet in the mail and it is for a new Sprint account or a new line of
service, it is designed to activate automatically.

= When you turn the tablet on for the first time, you should see a Hands Free
Activation screen, which may be followed by a PRL Update screen and a Firmware
Update screen. Follow the onscreen instructions to continue.

e |If you received your tablet in the mail and you are activating a new tablet for an existing
number on your account, you can activate on your computer online or directly on your
tablet.

» Activate on your computer:

» Go to sprint.com/activate and complete the online instructions to activate your
tablet.

= Activate on your tablet:

* Turn on your new tablet. Your tablet will automatically attempt Hands-Free
Activation.

e Touch Activate to override auto-activation and start the manual activation
wizard.

* Follow the on-screen prompts to complete the activation process.

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Complete the Setup Screens

The setup screens help you set up certain features and preferences on your tablet. Once your
tablet has been turned on, you will see a Welcome message. You can then complete the setup
process.

Note: You may be able to complete the setup screens before your tablet has been activated on
your Sprint account.

Note: During or after setup, you may see a Connections Optimizer notice. Read the notice
and touch | Agree to allow your tablet to connect automatically to the best available data

network, including Wi-Fi. To turn Connections Optimizer off at any time, touch C_ Os=1>
Settings > More settings > Mobile networks > Connections optimizer and uncheck the box.

1. From the Welcome screen, select a language (if prompted) and touch Next to get
started.

= To skip any section, touch Next or Skip.

= To go back to the previous screen, press the ) Back key.

Note: On the Welcome screen, there is also an Accessibility button. If you are visually
impaired or hard of hearing, touch Accessibility to change the accessibility settings. For more
information, see Accessibility Settings.

2. Follow the onscreen instructions to complete each section. For each topic, you will have
the option to skip it and continue to the next screen.

= Wi-Fi — If prompted, follow the prompts to sign in to an available Wi-Fi network. For
secured Wi-Fi networks, you will need to enter a password. See Wi-Fi for more
details.

= Got Google? — Touch Yes to sign in to your current Google Account, or touch No
and follow the instructions to set up a new Google Account.

= Make it Google — Touch Get an account and follow the instructions to create a new
Google Account, or touch Not now.

*  Touch (D to learn about Google Accounts.

» This screen only displays if you did not previously sign in to your Google
Account.

= Backup and Restore — Read the backup and restore information. Then enable
either or both options.

» This screen only displays if you previously signed in to your Google Account.
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= Google and your Location — Read the information about location services. Then
enable either or both location services.

= This tablet belongs to... — Enter your first and last name. This information is used
by the tablet to personalize certain apps.

* This screen only displays if you did not previously sign in to your Google
Account.

= Samsung Account — Touch Sign in to sign in to your current Samsung Account, or
touch Create new account and follow the instructions to set up a new Samsung
Account.

* Touch variety of services to learn more using your Samsung Account.

= Dropbox Account — Touch Create account and follow the instructions to set up a
new Dropbox Account, or touch Sign in to sign into your Drop Box Account.

= Learn about key features — Touch each feature to see more details. Touch
ON/OFF to enable/disable each feature.

= Device name — Enter a name for the tablet. This name is used to identify the tablet
when using Bluetooth, Wi-Fi Direct, etc.

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Tablet Basics

Your tablet is packed with features that simplify your life and expand your ability to stay
connected to the people and information that are important to you. The following topics will
introduce the basic functions and features of your tablet.

Key Functions
The following list defines the features listed in the above illustrations.

Light Sensor detects the presence of objects near the tablet, and light conditions.
Front Camera allows you to take pictures and videos of yourself.

Power/Lock Key lets you turn the device on or off, turn the screen on or off, or lock the
screen. Press and hold for a Device options menu, where you can turn the tablet off or
restart it, or for easy access to Airplane mode, and to Mute and Sound modes.

Volume Key adjusts the volume of your tablet’s sounds. From the Home screen, press
to adjust master volume.

Infrared Transmitter controls external devices such as TVs.

Back Key lets you return to the previous screen, or close a dialog box, options menu,
the Notifications panel, or on-screen keyboard.

Speaker plays notification tones and sounds.
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e Home Key returns you to the Home screen. Press and hold to see recent apps, and
access Task Manager and Google Now.

e Menu Key allows you to access a menu from most of your tablet’s screens.
e Display provides a touch-sensitive interactive surface for your tablet.

e Camera lets you take pictures and record videos.

e 3.5 mm Headset Jack allows you to plug in an optional headset.

e Memory Card Slot allows you to install an optional microSD card (not included) to add
additional storage to your tablet.

e SIM Card Slot stores the SIM Card.

CAUTION! The SIM Card should never be removed unless you are instructed to remove it by
authorized service personnel.

e USB Charger/Accessory Port allows you to connect the charger/USB cable (included)
and other optional accessories (not included).

CAUTION! Inserting an accessory into the incorrect jack may damage the tablet.
Turn Your Tablet On and Off
The instructions below explain how to turn your tablet on and off.
Turn Your Tablet On
m Press and hold the Power/Lock Key ©C ",
Turn Your Tablet Off
1. Press and hold the Power/Lock Key @ " to open the Device options menu.

2. Touch Power off to turn the tablet off. Your screen remains blank while your tablet is off
(unless the battery is charging).

Turn Your Screen On and Off

Your tablet allows you to quickly turn the screen off when not in use and to turn it back on and
unlock it when you need it.

Turn the Screen Off When Not in Use
m To quickly turn the screen off, press the Power/Lock Key ©C__""..
To save battery power, the tablet automatically turns off the screen after a certain period of time

when you leave it idle. You will still be able to receive messages while the tablet’s screen is off.
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Note: For information on how to adjust the time before the screen turns off, see Screen
Timeout.

Turn the Screen On and Unlock It
1. To turn the screen on, press the Power/Lock Key OCT"".
2. Swipe the screen in any direction to unlock the screen.

= [f you have set up a screen lock, you will be prompted to draw the pattern or enter
the password or PIN. For more information, see Lock Screen.

Touchscreen Navigation
Your tablet’s touchscreen lets you control actions through a variety of touch gestures.
Touch

When you want to type using the on-screen keyboard, select items on-screen such as
application and settings icons, or press on-screen buttons, simply touch them with your finger.
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Touch and Hold

To open the available options for an item (for example, a contact or link in a Web page), touch
and hold the item.

Swipe or Slide

To swipe or slide means to quickly drag your finger vertically or horizontally across the screen.
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Drag

To drag, touch and hold your finger with some pressure before you start to move your finger.
While dragging, do not release your finger until you have reached the target position.

Tablet Basics
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Flick

Flicking the screen is similar to swiping, except that you need to swipe your finger in light, quick
strokes. This finger gesture is always in a vertical direction, such as when flicking the contacts
or message list.

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Rotate

For most screens, you can automatically change the screen orientation from portrait to
landscape by turning the tablet sideways. When entering text, you can turn the tablet sideways

to bring up a bigger keyboard.

Note: Screen rotation needs to be enabled for the screen orientation to automatically change.
Touch and drag down the Notification Panel, then touch Screen rotation.
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Pinch and Spread

"Pinch" the screen using your thumb and forefinger to zoom out or "spread" the screen to zoom
in when viewing a picture or a Web page. (Move fingers inward to zoom out and outward to
zoom in.)

Tip: Pinching any Home screen will let you see thumbnails of all seven Home screens. Touch a
thumbnail to go straight to another Home screen.

Your Home Screen

The home screen is the starting point for your tablet’s applications, functions, and menus. You
can customize your home screen by adding application icons, shortcuts, folders, widgets, and
more. Your home screen extends beyond the initial screen. Swipe the screen left or right to
display additional screens.

Note: You can keep swiping in one direction and make it back to the main Home screen. The
small circles toward the bottom of the screen let you know your current screen position.

Tip: Press C___ D to return to the main home screen from any other screen.

Creating Shortcuts

Learn how to add, move, or remove items from the home screen.
Adding Items from the Applications Menu
1. Press C_, and then touch Apps L.
2. Touch and hold an application icon, and then drag it to a Home screen.

3. Release the screen to lock the new shortcut into its new position on the Home screen.
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Adding Items from the Home Screen
1. Press C__ D to display the Home screen.

2. Touch and hold an empty area of the Home screen, and then choose Apps and
widgets.

3. Touch and hold the application icon, and then drag it to a Home screen. Release the
icon to lock it on the screen.

Removing a Shortcut

1. Press C___ D to display the Home screen.

2. Touch and hold the desired shortcut, and then drag it to the Remove icon and release it.
As you place the shortcut into the Trash, both items turn red.

Note: This action does not delete the application; it simply removes the shortcut from the Home
screen.

Adding and Removing Primary Shortcuts

You can change any of your primary shortcuts with the exception of the Apps shortcut. The
primary shortcuts are the bottom row of app shortcuts that remain static on all home screens (by
default Contacts, Internet, and Apps).

Note: Before replacing a primary shortcut, you must first add the replacement shortcut to the
Home Screen. For more information, see Creating Shortcuts.

1. Press (C_ D to display the Home screen.

2. Touch and hold the primary shortcut you want to replace and then drag it to an empty
space on any Home screen.

3. Touch and hold a new shortcut on the Home screen, and then drag it to the empty space
in the row of primary shortcuts. You can add up to 5 primary shortcuts in addition to the
Apps shortcut.
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Adding and Removing Widgets

Widgets are self-contained applications that reside either in your Widgets tab or on the main or

extended Home screens. Unlike a shortcut, the Widget appears as an on-screen application.

Widgets can include Contacts shortcuts, bookmarks, music playlists, Gmail and email accounts,

and many other types of apps.
Adding a Widget
1. Press (_ D to display the Home screen.

2. Touch and hold an empty area of the Home screen, and then choose Apps and
widgets > Widgets.

3. Touch and hold a widget, and then drag it to a Home screen. Release the widget to lock

it on the screen.
Removing a Widget
1. Press C__ D to display the Home screen.
2. Touch and hold the desired widget, and then drag it to the Remove icon.

Note: This action does not delete the widget—it simply removes it from the current screen.

Extended Home Screens

In addition to the main Home screen, your tablet can have up to six extended Home screens to
provide more space for adding icons, widgets, and more. Touch and hold the icon or widget and

then drag across the screen to move from the main screen to an extended screen.
There can be up to six extended screens in addition to the main Home screen.

Note: You cannot add more screens, unless you have previously deleted any of the existing
screens. The maximum number of home screens is seven.

To go directly to a particular screen:
1. From any home screen, pinch the screen to display thumbnail images of all screens.

2. Touch the screen you want to open.

Recent Apps

You can access recently used applications through a display of shortcuts to the applications
themselves.

1. Press and hold C__ ) from any screen to display Recent apps.

2. Touch an image to open the application.
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Wallpapers

You can choose a picture to display on the Home Screen, Lock screen, or on both the Home
and Lock screens. Choose from preloaded wallpaper images or select a photo you have
downloaded or taken with the Camera.

1. From any Home screen, touch and hold on an empty area of the screen. The Home
screen menu displays. Touch Set wallpaper.

—or—
Press C___ ), and then touch I=1 > Settings > Display > Wallpaper.

2. Touch Home screen, Lock screen, or Home and lock screens.

3. Choose a source for wallpaper:

= Gallery: Choose a picture from Gallery. Follow the prompts to crop the picture and
save it as wallpaper.

= Live wallpapers: Choose a moving scene for the background (Home screen only).

= |D wallpapers: Select a wallpaper from the currently assigned ID pack (Home
screen only).

= Travel wallpaper: Display recommended destinations on your Lock screen (Lock
screen only).

= Wallpapers: Choose an image from the Wallpapers gallery.

Settings Menu

Access the Settings menu from any Home screen.

m Press C__ D, and then touch =1 > Settings.

Status Bar

The status bar at the top of the Home screen provides device and service status information on
the right side and notification alerts on the left. To view notification alerts, touch and hold the
Status Bar and drag it down.

Access the Notifications Panel

feature.

Clearing Notifications
m Touch and slide an item left or right to clear it.
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Touch Clear to remove all notifications.

Quick Settings

Quickly enable/disable common system settings for your tablet.

1. Touch and slide downward from the top of the screen to display the Notification Panel.

2. Touch a Quick setting button to enable (green) or disable (grey). (To view all Quick

setting buttons, touch =g, or slide the Quick setting buttons to the left.)

Wi-Fi: Enable Wi-Fi connections. For more information, see Wi-Fi Settings.

Location: Enable or disable location services. For more information, see Location
Settings.

Sound/Mute: Mute system sounds.

Screen rotation: Automatically rotate the screen from landscape to portrait and vice
versa when the tablet is tilted.

Bluetooth: Activate Bluetooth. For more information, see Bluetooth Settings.

Multi window: Enable the Multi window feature. For more information, see Multi
Window.

Sync: Synchronize contacts, email, etc. with the network.

Blocking mode: Disable notifications for selected features. For more information,
see Blocking Mode.

Smart stay: Set the screen to stay on as long as you are looking at it. For more
information, see Smart Screen.

Power saving: Activate Power saving mode. For more information, see Power
Saving Mode.

Blocking mode: Enable or disable Blocking mode. For more information, see
Blocking Mode.

Airplane mode: Disable all wireless connections. For more information, see Airplane
Mode.

Hands-free mode: Read new notifications aloud. For more information, see Hands-
free Mode.

Multi Window

Multi Window allows you to use two apps on the same screen, in separate, resizable windows.
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Note: Only applications found within the Apps tray can be active atop another current
application on the screen. When launching applications that contain multimedia files (music or
video), audio from both files will be played simultaneously.

Enable Multi Window

Enable Multi window in the Display settings.
1. Press C__ D Home, and then touch I=1 Menu > Settings > Display.

2. Tap the check box beside Multi window to enable or disable the option.

Display Multi Window
After you enable Multi window in Display settings, you can control whether Multi window
displays on the screen, for easy access to its features.

When Multi Window is enabled, it displays on the right side of the screen by default.

m Touch and hold the ___J Back Key.

Using Multi Window

After enabling Multi Window, you can use it to run two apps at the same time. You can launch
apps from Multi window, or drag an app to the screen to run multiple apps at the same time.

The apps display together on a split screen. You can switch between the apps, adjust the size
of their display on the screen.

You can also use these Multi Window options:
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e Launch Multiple Apps: When you drag an app from Multi window on top of an open
app, both apps display in a split window.

= While using one app, touch the tab to display Multi Window, and then touch and drag
an app to the screen.

e Adjust the Size of Apps in Multi Window: While using Multi Window, you can adjust
the size of the two apps on the screen.

= Touch and drag * toanew position.

e Drag content from one app to the other: In selected apps, you can you can drag text
or images between apps.
= Tap RS @ to select content and drag it to the other app.

e Switch Multi Window App Positions: While using Multi Window, you can switch the
position of the app windows on the screen.

= Tap ¥ >@.

e Make a Multi Window App full-screen: Expand one of the apps to display in the full
screen.
= Tap one of the apps, and then tap - @ to make the app display full-screen.

e Close an app: Close one app, and make the other full-screen.

Customize the Multi Window Apps

The apps on the Apps tray can be organized by either being rearranged or removed.

1. Activate Multi window.

2. Touch and hold the ___) Back Key to display the Multi window Apps tray.
3. Inthe Apps tray, you can use these options:

= To change the order of apps in the tray, touch and hold an app until it detaches, and
then drag it to a new location in the Apps tray.

= Touch Edit to display a storage tray, and then use these options:

* Toremove an app, touch and hold an app icon until it detaches, and then
carefully drag it off the Apps tray and onto the storage area.
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» To restore an app, touch and hold an app icon until it detaches from the storage
tray, and then drag it onto the Apps tray.

Features

Assistant Menu
Move quickly to frequently-visited places and actions using Assistant Menu. It is designed to

assist users with reduced dexterity, as well as users who want to navigate the tablet using one
hand.

e Assistant Menu | H# always ‘stays on top’ of the Home screen or app.

e To reposition the Assistant Menu, touch and drag B to another location on screen.
Enable Assistant Menu

1. Press C___ D Home, and then touch FI=1 Menu > Settings > Accessibility.

2. Touch the ON/OFF switch to turn Assistant Menu on.

3. Touch Assistant Menu to set options.

Screen Capture
Capture an image of the current screen at anytime time.

m Touch and hold the Power/Lock Key ® D and the Home Key C__)
simultaneously to create an image of the current screen. A white border flashes briefly
around the edge of the screen indicating a screen capture.

= The screen capture is automatically saved to the Gallery in an Album labeled
Screenshots.

= A copy of the screen capture is also saved to the clipboard.

Smart Screen

Smart screen features allow you to have your tablet automatically detect when you are looking
at the screen.

e Smart stay: The screen will not time out as long as you are looking at it. Smart screen
uses the front camera to detect when you are facing the screen. Some factors that may
affect the ability of the front camera to detect your face are:

= When the tablet is not docked or held upright, for example when placed on a table.
=  When the front camera cannot detect your face and eyes.

= When the front camera is being used for the current application.
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= When the source of light is behind you, or when using the tablet in the dark.
Configure Smart Stay

Enable Smart stay, and learn about using them.

m Press C__ ) andtap [=1> Settings > Display > Smart screen.

= Touch Smart stay to set the screen to stay on as long as you are looking at it.

» Touchl=1> Help for more information.

Voice Control
Use spoken commands to control and interact with your tablet, like the below.

e Alarm: When enabled, you can stop or snooze alarms with the voice commands “Stop”
and “Snooze”.

e Camera: When enabled, you can take pictures with the voice commands “Smile”,

“Cheese”, “Capture” and “Shoot”.

e Music: When enabled, you can control the music player with the voice commands

“Next”, “Previous”, “Pause”, “Play”, “Volume Up”, and “Volume Down”.

Configure Voice Control

m Press C__ ) andtap [=1> Settings > Voice control. For more information, see
Voice Control.

Enter Text

You can type on your tablet using the available touchscreen keyboards.

Touchscreen Keyboards

Touchscreen keyboard entry can be done in either Portrait or Landscape orientations. The
Landscape orientation provides more space and results in slightly bigger on-screen keys. If you
find that you prefer to enter text via the on-screen keyboard, and need bigger keys, use this
orientation.

Text Input Methods

Your tablet offers several text input methods.
e Google voice typing allows you to speak your entries.

e Samsung keyboard allows you to enter text by touching keys on a virtual QWERTY
keyboard. Samsung keyboard includes optional predictive text, which matches your key
touches to common words so you can select a word to insert it into your text.
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e Swype lets you enter words by swiping across the virtual QWERTY keyboard. Instead of
touching each key, use your finger to trace over each letter of a word. You can also
touch letters to enter words.

Select a Default Text Input Method

You can select a default Text Input Method from Settings, or choose one at any time while
entering text.

From Settings:

m Press C__ D and touch =1 Menu > Settings > Language and input > Default and
then choose a text entry method.

While entering text:

1. From a screen where you can enter text, drag down from the top of the screen to open
the Notifications panel.

2. Touch Choose input method, and then choose a text entry method.

Google Voice Typing

This feature uses Google voice recognition to convert your spoken words into text.
Use Google Voice Typing to Enter Text

1. From a screen where you can enter text, drag down from the top of the screen to open
the Notifications panel, and then touch Choose input method > Google voice typing.

2. Speak into the microtablet and watch your text being entered on-screen.

3. If the text is incorrect, touch DELETE.

4. Once you have completed entering your text, touch E The on-screen keyboard will
reappear.

Note: Select a language by touching the language displayed at the top of the Listening area.
Touch Add more languages to assign a new language via the Google voice typing menu.
Removing the check mark from the Automatic field allows you to select additional languages.

Configure Google Voice Typing

e Your tablet automatically sorts the Contacts entries alphabetically.

Important: Certain data services requests may require additional time to process. While your
tablet is loading the requested service, the touchscreen keyboard may appear unresponsive
when in fact it is functioning properly. Allow the tablet some time to process your data usage
request.
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Your Data Services User Name

When you buy your tablet and sign up for service, you’re automatically assigned a user name,
which is typically based on your name and a number.

4G Services

Your tablet supports 4G LTE. 4G is a service that must be included in your service plan and
also available in your area. 4G coverage is currently available in only certain markets.

Not all services are available on 4G and coverage may default to 3G/separate network where
4G unavailable.

Depending on which icons appear in the Notifications area, your services and features will
change. The following table indicates what functions and features are available when
combinations of these service icons appear:

:36 3G Coverage: The tablet is connected to a 3G network. When data is being
' transferred, the arrows are colored.

Wi-FI
Wi-Fi provides wireless Internet access over distances of up to 300 feet. To use your tablet’s
Wi-Fi features, you need access to a wireless access point or “hotspot.”

The availability and range of the Wi-Fi signal depends on a number of factors, including
infrastructure and other objects through which the signal passes.

Turn Wi-Fi On and Connect to a Wi-Fi Network

Turning on Wi-Fi allows your tablet to discover and connect to compatible in-range Wi-Fi
networks (or WAPs - wireless access points).

When Wi-Fi is turned On, your tablet will notify you of available Wi-Fi networks, and you can
connect to the Wi-Fi networks. Turn Wi-Fi Off when not in use, to conserve battery power.

Bluetooth

Bluetooth is a short-range communications technology that allows you to connect wirelessly to a
number of Bluetooth devices, such as headsets and hands-free car kits, and Bluetooth-enabled
handhelds, computers, printers, and wireless devices. The Bluetooth communication range is
usually approximately 30 feet.

Turn Bluetooth On or Off

The following procedures will guide you through turning on and turning off Bluetooth.
1. Press C___ D and touch I=1 > Settings.
2. Touch the Bluetooth ON/OFF slider to turn Bluetooth on.

Tip: You can also turn Bluetooth on and off through the Notifications panel. Drag the
Notifications panel down and touch Bluetooth to enable or disable Bluetooth.

Note: Turn off Bluetooth when not in use to conserve battery power, or in places where using a
wireless device is prohibited, such as aboard an aircraft and in hospitals.
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Pairing with a Bluetooth Device

Pairing initiates a connection between your tablet and the target device, usually by using a
passcode or PIN. After pairing, your tablet and the target device recognize each other and
exchange information without having to enter a passcode or PIN.

1. Press C__ D and touch =1 > Settings > Bluetooth.
2. Touch the Bluetooth ON/OFF slider to turn Bluetooth on.

3. Make sure that the target device is discoverable, so that your tablet can find it. Refer to
the instructions that came with the target device to find out how to set it to discoverable
mode.

4. Touch Scan. Your tablet will start to scan for Bluetooth devices within range.

5. When you see the name of the target device displayed in the Bluetooth devices section,
touch the name. Your tablet then automatically tries to pair with the target device.

= |f automatic pairing fails, enter the passcode supplied with the target device.

The pairing and connection status is displayed below the target device in the Bluetooth devices

section. When you are connected to the target device, % (Bluetooth connected) displays in the
status bar.

Note: Due to different specifications and features of other Bluetooth-compatible devices, display
and operations may be different, and functions such as transfer or exchange may not be
possible with all Bluetooth-compatible devices.

Reconnect to a Bluetooth Device

When you have paired your tablet with another device, you should be able to reconnect it
automatically by turning on Bluetooth on your tablet.

1. Press C_ D and touch =1 > Settings > Bluetooth.

2. Touch the Bluetooth ON/OFF slider to turn Bluetooth on.

3. Make sure that the target device is discoverable.

4. Touch the target device’s name in the Bluetooth devices section.

5. If prompted to enter a passcode, try 0000 or 1234, or consult the target device’s
documentation to find the passcode.

= If you still cannot reconnect, follow the instructions in Disconnect or Unpair from a
Bluetooth Device, and then follow the instructions in Pairing with a Bluetooth Device.
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Disconnect or Unpair from a Bluetooth Device
Follow these instructions to disconnect or unpair your tablet from a Bluetooth device.

Disconnect from a Bluetooth Device

You can make your tablet forget its pairing connection with another Bluetooth device. To
connect to the other device again, you may need to enter or confirm a passcode again.

Send Information Using Bluetooth

enabled device such as a tablet or notebook computer. The first time you transfer information
between your tablet and another device, you need to enter or confirm a security passcode. After
that, your tablet and the other device are paired, and you will not need to exchange passcodes
to transfer information in the future.

You can send the following types of information, depending on the device you are sending to:
e Images and videos
e Calendar events
e Contacts

e Audio files

The location where the information is saved depends on the type of information and the
receiving device.

1. Set the receiving device to discoverable mode. You may also need to set it to “Receive
Beams” or “Receive Files”. Refer to the device’s documentation for instructions on
receiving information over Bluetooth.

2. On the tablet, open the application that contains the information or file you want to send.
For example, if you want to send a photo, press C___ and touch -l > E& Gallery.
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Follow the steps for the type of item you want to send:

= Photo or video (in Camera). After capturing a photo, on the preview screen, touch
<. > Bluetooth.

= Photos and videos (in Gallery). On the Albums tab, touch an album, touch an item,
and then touch <% > Bluetooth.

= Calendar event: In the Calendar’s Day view, Agenda view, or Week view, touch the

event and then touch E > Share via > Bluetooth.

= Music track: This feature is available through the Music Player. With the track
displayed on the Now playing screen, touch =1 > Via Bluetooth.

Touch the name of the receiving device.

If prompted, accept the connection on the receiving device, and enter the same
passcode on both your tablet and the other device, or confirm the auto-generated
passcode.

Receive Information Using Bluetooth
Your tablet is capable of receiving a wide variety of file types with Bluetooth, including photos,
music tracks, and documents such as PDFs.

Metering: Select a method for measuring light.

Guidelines: Enable or disable an on-screen grid to aid in photo composition.

Contextual filename: When enabled, flenames include GPS information. GPS tag
must be enabled to use contextual filenames.

Voice control: Touch to access voice control settings, for using voice commands to
take pictures and record video.

Storage: Set whether to store your photos on your tablet or on your memory card, if
one is installed.

Reset: Set all Camera settings to the defaults.
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Gallery

Using the Gallery application, you can view pictures and watch videos that you’ve taken with
your tablet’s camera, downloaded, or copied to an optional memory card (not included).

For pictures stored on an optional memory card, you can do basic editing such as rotating and
cropping. You can also set a picture as your contact picture or wallpaper and share pictures with

your friends.

While viewing pictures in the Gallery, scroll up the screen to view more albums. Simply touch an
album to view the photos or videos in that album.

If you have pictures or videos stored on an optional memory card (not included), they will be
displayed in the folders they are stored in, and folders are treated as albums. The folder names
will be used as the album names. If you have downloaded any photos and videos, these will be
placed in the All downloads album.

Enabling Airplane mode turns off data network features. It also turns off other connectivity
features—such as Wi-Fi and Bluetooth.

Note: Below settings are examples only. Available settings will differ depending on the type of
print service and printer you are using.

1. Press (C_ D and then touch [=1 > Settings.
2. Tap More networks > Printing.

3. Choose a print service from the list, and then tap the ON/OFF switch to turn the service
on or off. The service must be on to add a printer.

= 2-Sided printing for documents: Choose Simplex to print one page per piece of
paper, or choose Long edge or Short edge to print on both sides. Short edge and
Long edge refer to how the pages flip when moving through multiple pages.
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Secure Release: If the optional printer supports secure release, and it is enabled,
you must enter a User ID to retrieve your printouts. Tap Secure release, and then
enter a User ID.

Confidential Print: If the optional printer supports confidential printing, and it is
enabled, you must enter a User ID and Password to retrieve your printouts. Tap
Confidential Print, and then enter a User ID and Password.

Job Accounting: If the optional printer supports job accounting, and it is enabled,
you must enter a User ID and Password when printing, to track printing by group or
other set.

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Note: VPN settings include storage of login credentials on your tablet. You must configure a
PIN or password screen lock before setting up a VPN.

Enter a name for the VPN network in the Name field.
Select a VPN type from the Type drop-down menu.

Touch the Show advanced options to access additional VPN options.

Roaming

Nearby Devices
Share files with devices using DLNA (Digital Living Network Alliance) standards, over Wi-Fi.

To use Nearby devices, you must connect to the same Wi-Fi network as the devices you wish to
share with, and the other devices must support DLNA.

Note: Use care when enabling file sharing. When enabled, other devices can access data on
your tablet.

1. Press (C_ D and then touch =1 > Settings > More settings.

2. Touch Nearby devices to configure these options:
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= Touch File sharing to enable or disable file sharing.
= Under Advanced, touch options to control how content is shared from your tablet:

Increase legibility and clarity of text.

1. Press C___ D and then touch =1 > Settings > Display.

2. Touch Increase legibility to enable or disable the option.

Show Battery Percentage

When Display battery percentage is enabled, the percentage of remaining battery power
displays beside the battery icon in the Status bar.

1. Press C__ D and then touch [=1 > Settings > Display.

2. Touch Show battery percentage to enable the option.

Storage

Manage the use of memory resources in your tablet's memory, and on an optional installed
memory card (not included).

1. Press C__ D and then touch =1 > Settings > Storage.
2. View information about memory usage, and for other options:

= Device memory: View memory usage for the different types of information stored on
your tablet’'s memory. Touch an item for more information.

= SD card: View memory usage for the different types of information stored on an
optional installed memory card (not included).

» Total space: Display the total amount of usable space on the memory card. This
option is only available if an optional memory card is installed and mounted.

» Available space: Display the amount of free space on the memory card. This
option is only available if an optional memory card is installed and mounted.

Repeating this process of a complete discharge and recharge can over time reduce the
storage capacity of any battery.

Battery Settings

You can also encrypt information stored on an optional installed memory card (not included).

Encryption may take an hour or more to complete. Do not turn off the tablet during encryption.
Interrupting the encryption process may result in the loss of some or all data.

Before Encrypting Your Tablet

Important: Charge the battery to at least 80%, and plug the tablet into the charger to ensure
that the battery remains charged.

Note: Set a Screen lock password of at least 6 characters, including at least one number.

2. Touch Encrypt device to encrypt data stored in your tablet’s internal memory.

Make Passwords Visible
When enabled, password characters display briefly as you enter them.

Device Administration
Some applications, such as Corporate email, may require you allow access to your tablet by
device administrators in certain circumstances, such as if your tablet is lost or stolen.

Unknown Sources

2. Touch the check box next to Unknown sources to enable or disable the option.
Verify Apps

When enabled, apps are examined before they are installed for any potential harm they might
pose to your tablet.

1. Press C_ ) and then touch [=1 > Settings > Security.

2. Touch the check box next to Verify apps to enable or disable the option.

Security Update Service
Your device’s security policies provide protection against potential threats.

Security Policy Updates

You can keep your security policies up to date by updating security policies often. You can set
options for automatic updates, to ensure your device always receives the latest updates.

1. Press C__ ) and then touch I=1 > Settings > Security.
2. Tap Security policy updates to configure options:

= Automatic updates: When enabled, your device will automatically update security
policies when it is connected to preferred networks. Use the Preferred networks
setting to specify networks your device will consider as preferred.

= Preferred networks: Choose Wi-Fi networks only to restrict your device to only
updating security policies when it's connected to a Wi-Fi network. Choose Wi-Fi or
mobile networks to allow your device to update security policies any time it's
connected to Wi-Fi, or to the wireless network.

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updating the security policies over the wireless network may result in additional
charges for downloading the policy data.

2. Touch - beside Google voice typing to configure options:

= Choose input languages: Select language(s) to use for voice input, or choose
Automatic to let Google decide.

= Block offensive words: Hide recognized offensive words.

= Download offline speech recognition: Download and install speech recognition
engines, to allow you to use voice input while not connected to the network, such as
during Airplane mode.

Samsung Keyboard

The Samsung Keyboard is an on-screen QWERTY keyboard, so you can enter text by “typing”
on the keyboard. Samsung keyboard is enabled by default, and you can choose options for
using it.

1. Press C__ D and then touch =1 > Settings > Language and input.

2. Touch i next to Samsung keyboard to configure these options:

= |Input languages: Choose language(s) for use with Samsung keyboard. When you
have more than one language enabled, you can slide your finger on the space bar
while entering text to switch languages.

= Predictive text: Touch the ON/OFF switch to turn predictive text On or Off.
Predictive text suggests words matching your text entries, and optionally, complete
common words automatically. Touch Predictive text to configure options:
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» Live word update: When enabled, Samsung keyboard automatically updates
with popular new words every day.

» Personalized data: When enabled, predictive text uses personal language data
you have entered to make better predictions.

* Learn from Facebook: Log into Facebook to allow your tablet to learn your
Facebook style.

* Learn from Gmail: Log into Gmail to allow your tablet to learn from your Gmail
email.

+ Learn from Twitter: Log into Twitter to allow your tablet to learn from your
Twitter postings.

* Learn from Contacts: Allow your tablet to learn from your Contacts entries.

* Clear server data: Remove all anonymous data stored on the personalization
server.

* Clear personalized data: Remove all personalized data you have entered.
* Privacy policy: View information about privacy policies for personalization.

= Keyboard swipe: Configure options for entering text by swiping your finger over the
letters, instead of tapping each letter individually.

* None: When enabled, the keyboard doesn’t recognize swipes on the keyboard
as text.

» Continuous input: When enabled, you can enter text by sliding your finger
across the keys on the keyboard.

* Cursor control: When enabled, you can slide your finger across the keyboard to
move the cursor to begin entering text.

= Key-tap feedback: Choose options for the keyboard to indicate your entries.
* Sound: When enabled, the keyboard plays a sound for your key taps.

* Character preview: When enabled, the character displays in a bubble as you
tap each key.

= More settings:
* Help: Learn about Samsung Keyboard.

* Reset settings: Return settings to the defaults.
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Swype

Swype is a new way to enter text on touch screens. Instead of touching each key individually,
use your finger to trace over the letters of a word. For each word, place your finger on the first
letter and glide to the subsequent letters, lifting on the last letter.

1. Press (C_ D and then touch =1 > Settings > Language and input.

2. Touch = next to Swype to configure these options:

= Settings: Set Swype options.

Sound on keypress: Play sounds for your Swype touches.

Long-press delay: A “long press” is a touch-and-hold gesture you can use on
multi-function keys to display a menu of alternate characters. The long-press
delay sets the length of time Swype will measure to distinguish a long press from
a regular key press.

Show complete trace: When enabled, the trace of each word displays briefly as
you draw it.

Auto-capitalization: When enabled, Swype automatically capitalizes the first
word of sentences.

Auto-spacing: When enabled, Swype automatically inserts spaces between
words as you complete them.

Next word prediction: When enabled, Swype predicts the next word based on
the previous word.

Show Voice key: When enabled, the Voice key is displayed on the Swype
keyboard.

» Themes: Choose options for display of the Swype keyboard.

= My Words: Manage your personal dictionary and data usage.

= Languages: Choose the current language for Swype, and download new languages.

= Gestures: Learn about shortcuts you can use on the keyboard to quickly accomplish
common tasks.

= Help: Get additional information about using Swype.

= Updates: Check for updates to Swype, and install them if desired.
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Voice Search
Google Voice Search allows you to speak search criteria, to search the Internet.

1. Press C___ D and then touch =1 > Settings > Language and input.
2. Touch Voice search for these options:
= Language: Choose a language for voice searching.

= “Ok Google” hotword detection: When enabled, you can say “Google” to launch
voice search from the Google Search app.

=  Speech output: Choose options for speech output.

= Block offensive words: When enabled, words many people find offensive are
replaced in search results with a placeholder (####).

= Offline speech recognition: Download speech recognition to enable voice input
while offline.

= Google Account dashboard: Manage your collected data (available when signed in
to your Google Account).

= Bluetooth headset: Record your spoke commands through an optional Bluetooth
headset (not included).

Text-to-Speech Options

Text-to-speech (TTS) provides audible readout of text.
1. Press C___ D and then touch =1 > Settings > Language and input.
2. Touch Text-to-speech options to configure:

= Preferred TTS engine: Select Samsung text-to-speech engine, or Google Text-

to-speech Engine. Touch to configure options.
= Speech rate: Choose a rate for text readouts.

= Listen to an example: Play an example of speech used for readouts.

Pointer Speed

Adjust the speed of the pointer, when you use your finger to enter text.
1. Press C__ D and then touch =1 > Settings > Language and input.

2. Touch Pointer speed, and then drag the slider to set the pointer speed. Touch OK to
save your selection.
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Cloud

Back up your personal data using Dropbox to sync your tablet’s content.
1. Press C___ D and touch =1 > Settings > Cloud.

2. Follow the prompts to create or sign into your Dropbox Account, and to backup your
personal data.

Back Up and Reset Settings

Set up a backup account on your tablet to save information from your tablet to the account, and
choose options for restoring data or resetting your tablet to the factory defaults.

1. Press (C__ D and then touch =1 > Settings > Backup and reset.
2. Configure options:

= Touch Back up my data to create a backup of your app data, Wi-Fi passwords, and
other settings to Google servers.

= Touch Backup account to choose a Google Account for backups.

= Touch Automatic restore to allow your tablet to restore information from your
backup account when you reinstall an app.

= Touch Factory data reset to reset your tablet and sound settings to the factory
default settings.

Accounts Settings

When you set up accounts on your tablet, such as your Google or Samsung accounts, email or
social networking accounts, you can synchronize account information between your tablet and
the account. Types of information you can synchronize include contacts, pictures, videos, and
other types of files.

Add an Account

Add an account to your tablet to share information between your tablet and the account.
1. Press C_ D and then touch I==1 > Settings > Add account.

2. Choose a type of account, and then follow the prompts to enter your account credentials
and complete the account set up.

Voice Control

Use voice commands to control the Alarm, the Camera, and the Music Player.

1. Press C___ D and then touch =1 > Settings > Voice control.
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Touch the ON/OFF switch to enable this option.
Touch Alarm to stop or snooze alarms with the voice commands Stop and Snooze.

Touch Camera to take pictures with voice commands such as Capture, Shoot, Smile, or
Cheese.

Touch Music to control the Music Player with the voice commands Next, Previous, Play,
Pause, Volume up, and Volume down.

Accessories Settings

Configure your tablet’s behavior when it is connected to an optional dock (not included).

Press C__ ) and then touch =1 > Settings > Accessories.
Configure these settings:

= Dock sound: When enabled, a sound plays when you insert and remove the tablet
from an optional dock.

= Audio output mode: When enabled, audio plays through an optional dock’s
speakers when the tablet is docked.

Date and Time Settings

Your tablet obtains its time and date information by using the network-provided date, time, and
time zone. These values can be manually altered.

Press C___ ) and then touch =1 > Settings > Date and time.

Touch Automatic date and time to disable the feature.

= |f enabled, you cannot alter the date, time zone or time values.

Touch Set date. Adjust the date, month, and year. Touch Set when finished.
Touch Set time. Adjust the hour and minute. Touch Set when finished.
Touch Automatic time zone to disable the feature.

= If enabled, you cannot alter the time zone values.

Touch Select time zone, and then select a time zone from the on-screen list. Scroll
down the list to view additional time zones.

Touch Use 24-hour format to toggle between using a 12-hour or a 24-hour format.
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8. Touch Select date format to select how the date information is displayed on your tablet.
The selected date format is also applied to the date displayed in the tablet’s Alarm
Clock.

Accessibility Settings

Your tablet offers features to make using the tablet easier for those with certain physical
disabilities. Use Accessibility settings to configure these features.

1. Press C___ D and then touch =1 > Settings > Accessibility.

2. Configure these options:

Settings

Auto rotate screen: Enable automatic rotation of the screen when you rotate the
tablet.

Screen timeout: Set a period of time for the screen to remain lit—after which it will
dim and lock.

Speak passwords: Read aloud password information.

Show shortcut: Choose options for displaying Accessibility and TalkBack options on
the Device options menu. The Device options menu displays when you press and
hold the Power/Lock Key.

Manage accessibility: Save and update your accessibility settings, or share them
with another device.

Lock automatically: Lock the screen in 5 seconds after screen automatically turns
off. (This option appears only when a screen lock is enabled.)

TalkBack: When turned on, TalkBack provides spoken feedback to help blind and
low-vision users. For example, the device describes what you touch, select, and
activate.

Font size: Change the size of the fonts used on the screen.

Magnification gestures: Control whether your tablet recognizes gestures to pan,
and zoom in or out.

Negative colors: Reverse the display of on-screen colors from White text on a Black
background to Black text on a White background.

Accessibility shortcut to control whether your tablet recognizes a gesture to quickly
enable accessibility features. To use the gesture, press and hold the Power/Lock
Key until you hear a sound or feel a vibration, then touch and hold two fingers on the
screen until you hear an audio confirmation.
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= Text-to-speech options: Configure options for converting text to speech. For more
information, see Text-to-speech Options.

= Sound Balance: Control the signal sent to the left and right when using optional
headphones (not included).

= Mono audio: When enabled, stereo audio is compressed into a single mono audio
stream for use with a single earphone (optional, not included).

= Turn off all sounds: When enabled, all sounds are muted, including those for
touches, selections, notifications, etc.

= Google subtitles (CC): When turned on, your device displays subtitles for screen
items from Google. You can configure options for the subtitles.

=  Samsung subtitles (CC): When turned on, your device displays subtitles for screen
items from Samsung. You can configure options for the subtitles.

= Assistant Menu: When turned on, a quick access menu for important functions
displays on the screen. Touch the ON/OFF switch to turn the option on, and then
configure options:

 Dominant hand: Select Left hand or Right hand to optimize the tablet for one-
handed use.

» Edit: Change the order, or remove menu items from the Navigation panel.

= Press and hold delay: Choose how long your tablet waits during a touch and hold
gesture on the screen, before continuing with the touch and hold action.

= Interaction control: When turned on, you can turn motions and screen timeout on or
off, block areas of the screen from touch interaction, turn auto-rotate and hard key
functions off, and show notifications only on the Notifications panel and Status bar.

Activate This Device

Connect to the network and activate your tablet. If your tablet is already activated, use this
option to view information about your plan and usage.

1. Press C___ D and then touch =1 > Settings.

2. Touch Activate this device, and then follow the prompts to activate your tablet on the
network.

System Update Settings

Use System update options to update your tablet’s internal software.

1. Press (C__ D and then touch [=1 > Settings.

Update now: Manually check for software update.
Auto update: Check for updates automatically.
Wi-Fi only: Download software updates only when connected via Wi-Fi.

Update PRL: Download and the latest Preferred Roaming List (PRL), used by your
tablet to access the network.

Update Profile: Update the user profile related to your wireless service account. If
you choose to change your user name online, use this option to update the user
name on your tablet.

UICC Unlock: Unlock your tablet’s Universal Integrated Circuit Card.

2. Touch About device, and then touch items for more details:

Software version: View the tablet’s software version.
Hardware version: View the tablet’s hardware version.

Legal information: Display open source licenses, configure license settings,
including your DivX® VOD registration, and Google info.

Device name: View or edit your tablet’s name.

Model number: View your tablet’s model number.

Android version: View the firmware version of your tablet.
Baseband version: View the baseband version of your tablet.
Kernel version: View the kernel version of your tablet.

Build number: View the build number of your tablet.

SE for Android status: Security Enhanced for Android policies enhance security for
your device. View information about your device’s security software, including the
version and status.

Secure boot status: View the type of the tablet’s secure boot.
