Making CDs Right on Your Desktop


Using Easy CD Creator, you can copy files from your computer to a recordable compact disc (CD). From your desktop, you can do the following:





CD Type Uses


·	Make Audio CDs:  Compile CDs of your favorite music or make CDs from Wave files stored on your hard drive. 


·	Easy CD Creator allows you to create music CDs (on CD-R media only) that can be played in your home or car CD player.* 


·	Make Data CDs:  Archive data, back up a hard drive, disseminate information to field offices, and distribute databases. 


·	Easy CD Creator allows you to make data CDs that can be read on virtually all CD-ROM drives.*


·	Copy CDs.


·	Make backup copies of CDs. 


·	Create a working copy of a CD and archive the original in a safe place. Make Inserts and Labels. 


·	Make custom inserts for the CD jewel cases and labels for the top of the CDs to indicate the title and contents of your CD.


*A MultiRead CD-ROM drive is required to read all CD-RW media.  Standard CD-ROM drives without MultiRead capabilities can only read CD-R's, not CD-RW's.
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Deluxe Edition Features - Not Included with Backpack


In addition to the types of CDs previously listed, the Easy CD Creator Deluxe Edition comes with advanced applications that expand your CD-R capabilities. These advanced features include the following:

Application Uses


·	CD Spin Doctor:  Make audio CDs from traditional music sources including LPs and cassette tapes and use special recording options to enhance the sound quality of your audio CD.


·	Picture CD Creator:   Make CDs containing your favorite photographs.


·	Video CD Creator:   Make CDs containing videos or still images.


·	CD Copier Deluxe:   Duplicate existing CDs, including single-session and multisession CDs.


·	Sound Editor:   Make changes to sound files on your hard drive before recording them to CD.


·	Session Selector:   View any previous session of a multisession CD, not just the last session.

Installing Easy CD Creator (Does Not Apply to Backpack)


Follow the Backpack Quick Start Guide Software SETUP instructions instead of the three steps listed here.


To install Easy CD Creator so you can begin creating your own CDs, follow these steps:


1 Insert the Adaptec Easy CD Creator CD into your CD-R or CD-ROM drive.


2 Use the standard Windows 95/NT installation procedure in Add/Remove Programs in the Control Panel.


3 Follow the on-screen installation instructions.
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Starting Easy CD Creator


To open Easy CD Creator, follow these steps:


1 In Windows 95, click the Start button located on the left side of the taskbar.


2 Select Programs, point to Adaptec Easy CD Creator, and select Easy CD Creator or Easy CD Creator Deluxe (depending on your version).


The Adaptec Easy CD Creator Wizard window appears.
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Making Data or Audio CDs


You can use the Wizard or the File menu to make data or audio CDs. The following sections explain how to use the Wizard and where to get more information on using the File menu and advanced features.





Using the Wizard


The easiest way to make an audio or a data CD is using the Easy CD Creator Wizard. The Wizard appears when you first start Easy CD Creator and guides you step-by-step to make a simple data or audio CD.


To use the Wizard:


1 Start Easy CD Creator.   The Easy CD Creator Wizard window appears.


2 Select Data or Audio depending on the type of CD you want to create.


3 Follow the on-screen instructions in the Wizard windows. A list of the data files or audio tracks you are adding to your CD appears in the main Easy CD Creator window. For a description of the window, see About the Easy CD Creator Window in the Online Help.

If you want to use advanced features (such as using the Leave Session Open option or making a multisession CD) or you want to make a data or audio CD without using the Wizard, refer to the appropriate topics in the Online Help.

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Making a Backup Copy of a CD

If you are uncertain about your rights, contact your legal advisor.  To make a backup copy of a CD, follow these steps:





1 Click the Start button, point to Programs, then to Adaptec Easy CD Creator and select CD Copier or CD Copier Deluxe (depending on your version). The CD Copier window appears.





 2 Select the Source from which you want to copy the CD. This can be either:





- Your CD-R or CD-ROM drive (see Source CD-ROM Drives forCD-to-CD Copying in the Online Help if you want to copy directly from a CD-ROM drive). Select the drive containing your source CD from the Source drop-down list box.





- An Image file if you want to make a copy of a CD from a disc image. Select Image File from the Source menu and open the CD image file you want to copy.





3 Select the destination drive that contains the blank CD. This is your CD-R drive.





4 Make changes, if any, in the Advanced tab settings. See CD Copier Advanced Tab Settings in the Online Help.





5 Select the Test and Copy options. See Test and Copy Options in the Online Help.





6 Select the number of copies you want to make.





7 Click Copy to begin recording a copy of your CD.





8 Follow the on-screen instructions and insert the requested CD when prompted. CD Copier begins making a backup copy of your source CD. A final message box notifies you when the copying is complete.
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Making a Jewel Case Insert


A jewel case insert is a cover you can print and insert in the CD’s jewel case-the plastic case that holds the CD-to indicate the title and con-tents of your CD. The cover is printed on one side of a sheet of paper and then folded. One side lists the files or tracks and the other side shows the title and may also contain graphics. Easy CD Creator allows you to customize your own jewel case insert for the CD you are recording. Once you have edited the jewel case insert, you can preview it, print it, cut it to size, and insert it in the case. You can also design a label for the top of the CD. However, to print this label, you must use either:


 A disc printer properly connected to and configured for your system, or


 A standard printer using special paper designed for disc labels





Quick Steps


When you make a data or music CD, Easy CD Creator uses the information in your CD layout, such as the CD title, artist name, and list of songs, to create a basic jewel case insert. You can print a jewel case insert while the Jewel Case Layout window is open. The commands available for printing depend on the type of printer that is connected to your computer. For information about these options, see your printer’s guide. To print a jewel case insert or a disc label using the information from your CD Layout, follow these steps:





1 Click the Jewel Case Layout tab.





2 Make any modifications you want to the jewel case layout.





3 Select Print from the File menu.





4 Click OK.





Easy CD Creator prints the information in your CD Layout.








Customizing Inserts


You can modify and customize the information in the Jewel Case Layout window to change font styles, add graphics, and so forth.


Creating a custom jewel case insert involves three basic procedures:





1 Editing inserts





2 Adding text and graphics





3 Printing inserts
